Latex Paint: Dry out paint or solidify it with kitty litter, 
sawdust, dirt or shredded paper; dispose in regular 
trash

Prescription Medicine: Drop off boxes are available
at the Belgrade, Bozeman, Manhattan and West 
Yellowstone police departments and the Law and 
Justice Center
